NORFOLK FOREIGN BIRD ASSOCIATION - 2014 OPEN SHOW REPORT
2014 resulted in yet another successful open show for Norfolk FBA with an increased entry of 295, making it probably the largest all Foreign show in the UK. Absentees were small in number.

Behind the scenes that are a number of people whose efforts are essential in ensuring the show runs smoothly, in fact without some of them shows would not survive. So first of all thanks to some of them. Brilliant work in the kitchens from Dale Barber, Maureen Evans and Yvonne Sayers in producing cooked lunches for about 20 people as well as refreshments throughout the afternoon - you are all stars. Also kitchen thanks to Brian and Jean Rudling who provided bacon rolls plus tea and coffee in the morning to helpers and exhibitors. In the afternoon Brian also did sterling work in selling raffle tickets. Thanks also to club members who helped throughout the day to ensure that the show ran smoothly, there are too many to name. 
Thanks also need to go to Morley Aviaries (known as Junglegold to many) for their cash sponsorship and to Van Der El for providing a sack of seed for the raffle. And of course the judges for their hard work during the morning, Tom Broderick and Dave Wanless who made the long journey from the North East and David Brown who made the somewhat shorter journey from Suffolk. Finally but not least, thanks to all the exhibitors, many of whom return each year. We could not continue without your continuing support. New exhibitors this year (although known to many club members beforehand) were Bill Gregory and Graham and Alex Lee. We  hope you enjoyed yourselves and will come back again next year.

As for the birds themselves, once again the Lovebird section provided some excellent exhibits with 42 entries. Best in section went to Andy Morton with a Lutino Peachfaced which also won the award for best owner bred exhibit in show. Andy also won all the other Lovebird awards with second best going to an Opaline Peachfaced  and a Normal Peachfaced being placed third. The two best CYOB Lovebirds were  won by a Peachfaced with a Pied Fischers being third. Andy Morton's Fischers was best eye ring exhibit. 
The other Parrotlike section was poorly supported with Steven & John Fisher winning both adult and CYOB sections with Lineolated Parrakeets.

The Australian section had its largest ever entry of 93 with 57 entries in the adult section and 36 in the CYOB. The two leading exhibits were both CYOB entries. In first place was a beautiful Grey Hecks benched by Dave Harris. This bird also went on to become second best exhibit in show and best CYOB in show. In second place, and also third best exhibit in show was a very good pair of Cherry Finches owned by David Brown. In third place, and best Adult Australian was another Grey Hecks owned by Dave Harris. Second best adult was David Brown's Cherry Finch, and the same exhibitor also won third best adult with an Isabel Cherry Finch. Third best CYOB also went to an Isabel Cherry Finch owned by David Brown.
There were 98 Seedeaters entered with 65 in the adult section and 33 in the CYOB. Best Seedeater and best in show went to an excellent cock Olive Finch owned by Steven & John Fisher. In second place, and best CYOB seedeater was Nick Elliston's Peters Twinspot whilst third best again went to Steven & John Fisher with a Melba Finch. Behind the leading CYOB exhibit, second place went to Lisa Barnsdale with Silverbills whilst David Brown was third with a Green Singing Finch. There some good classes with the normal Silverbill class in particular having 15 entries. It was pleasing to see 33 Java Sparrows entered, Alex Lee winning best with a White whilst Brian & Jean Rudling's Silver was the best CYOB.
There were very few Softbills entered with the leading exhibit being Chris Allaway's Splendid Sunbird.

 Best junior foreign was the Lovebird shown by Colby School.
Zebra Finches totalled 41.  Best Zebra and best champion breeder was won by Gary Wincomb with Dilutes. Second best champion breeder was Fawn's staged by Brian & Jean Rudling whilst Gary Wincomb was third with Chestnut Flanked Whites. All the champion adult awards were won by Gary Wincomb with two pairs of Dilutes and a pair of Chestnut Flanked Whites. Best novice, and best novice adult went to Lisa Barnsdale  with Dilutes whilst David Lugo was second with Chestnut Flanked Whites. In third place was Mr & Mrs Smith with Dilutes. Best novice breeder was won by David Lugo with Chestnut Flanked Whites beating Mr & Mrs Smith. Best single champion went to Gary Wincomb and best single novice to Mr & Mrs Smith.

Best Bengalese and champion  went G & L Lockington whilst best novice went to Dale Barber.
